About the Camp Site
WEATHER : Night time temperatures are 15-18 Degrees, Daytime can go up to 28-32 degrees .

ACCOMODATION : Shared Dormitory Accommodation is provided  6- 8 people in a room  [3-4  bunk beds ]   .AS far as possible we try to assign one room per family /group .

Sleeping bags /pillows are provided and also blankets and sheets on request . 
Common toilets[10]  and baths [10] -  separate for ladies and gents  . Hot water available for baths usually once a day . No provision to wash clothes .

Please bring towels and soap.
WHAT TO WEAR : 
Prefer comfortable clothing that cover legs completely  eg: Cargos , Salwars, Track pants .  [Shorts or sarees may not be a good idea for the activities/treks]

Light woolens as required for the night /early morning 

Compulsory covered footwear and socks for all during the activities: Walking Shoes ,Keds [not sandals]
WHAT else TO BRING : Torch , Caps, Water bottle ,Umbrella 
FOOD : Simple vegetarian diet that is highly nutritious and prepared with very high standards of hygiene and cleanliness. Filtered drinking water is provided. Those who prefer bottled water, please bring it along
 Leave –no-Trace policy please do not use disposable plastics on camp site and cleanup before you leave.

Avoid bringing costly items like electronic gadgets /jewellery.
Points to Note
Adventure activities carry serious risks and hazards due to various factors. Adventure activities may require high fitness and endurance levels and participants and their parents/guardians [in the case of persons with special needs ]  must make themselves aware of their physical and mental limits.
